locally handmade craft.  The Craft Hub is a collaboration between the Nelson Mandela Bay Municipality 

Directorates of Economic Development Tourism and Agriculture and Sports, Recreation, Arts and Culture 

and aims to present locally made products from top crafters to local and international tourists while 

celebrating the beauty of the Donkin Reserve.
