DIGITAL SELECTION:  The closing date for digital 

entries is 10 March 2022.  Crafters are to send an 

entry form and digital pictures of the  products, 

craft works they propose for the museum shop.

Entry forms are available on the NMM Art 

Museum website or on request.  

 

Crafters can submit a maximum of 3 photographs 
per proposed product.  

 

Crafters will only be able to submit a maximum of 

ten (10) products for consideration.  

 

Each product entered must clearly be labelled 

with the crafters details, the products name/title, 

description, price and photograph. 

 

If your product is selected, you will be informed 

and you must email a quotation. Once works are 

delivered an invoice with your bank details must 

be emailed. 

 

The selected products will be bought from 

the crafter to stock the museum shop. 
 

If you out of town, Support will be provided to 

transport your selected products to Nelson 

Mandela Bay.  

 

 

The Nelson Mandela Metropolitan Art Museum is looking for products, 

 craft works to stock the museum’s shop.  
Eastern Cape crafters are challenged to enter amazing craft  

that represents the Eastern Cape.  
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THE CALL-OUT IS OPEN TO ALL CRAFTERS 18 

years or older as of 1 January 2022.   

 

Craft groups, projects or collectives may enter 

individual craft works  provided that all the 

crafters  responsible for making the work are 

clearly listed on the entry form.  The same con-

ditions of entry apply to collectives.   

 

Only crafters  resident in the Eastern Cape 

province may participate.  

 

Only craft works executed in the last 24 

months will be accepted. Entries must be the 

ORIGINAL WORK of the artist.  No reproduc-

tions will be accepted.    

 
The value of the Products entered must be be-

tween R20 to R 1000 per product. 

 

 
We are looking for craft falling in the following  

Categories:  

 

Homeware: Ceramics, wood-ware, table 

cloths, napkins, cushion covers, candle hold-

ers, lamp holders, ornaments, leatherwork 

(journals) etc. 

 

Contemporary accessories: Jewellery, shawls, 

scarves, hats, etc.  

 

Traditional accessories: Doeks, beadwork, 

pipes, sticks etc. 

 

We will not be accepting FASHION CLOTHING 

OR SHOES

NUMBER OF ENTRIES: Each crafter or craft 

group must select TEN or less craft works for 
entry.  

 

Please note that sets and assemblages with 

multiple parts can be submitted but these will 

be considered as one items e.g Tea cups and 

kettle can be submitted to be sold as one item.  
 

MEDIUM: Entries will be accepted in any 

medium or combination of media that 

complies with the conservation and public 

safety standards of the NMM Art Museum.  The 

coordinators reserve the right to reject works. 
 

DIMENSIONS: Please note that the NMM Art 

Museum shop is in a small space so we will not 

be accepting large products. Products must be 

able to fit into a space not exceeding 800 x 600 

x 600 mm.  

 
 

SELECTION: A selection team made up of art 

and craft professionals will adjudicate the 

digital submissions. The selectors’ decision is 

final.  

 

PREPARATION OF CRAFT PRODUCTS :  All  

selected products must be ready for collection.  

All products must be accompanied by the 

original signed completed entry form. Crafters 

are to ensure that each selected work is clearly 

labelled with the crafters name, address, 

description, installation instructions (if necessary) 

and price of the work.   The organizers cannot 
be held liable for incorrect or unclear 

information supplied by the crafter. 

 

DELIVERY:  Collection of selected works will take 

place in the main cities in the Eastern Cape. 

Delivery of the selected craft works to the NMM 

Art Museum will be arranged. The transit 

insurance is included.  

 

Artists living in Nelson Mandela Bay are to 

deliver their selected craft works to the NMM Art 

Museum, 1 Park Drive, Central, Nelson Mandela

PAYMENT: The NMM Art Museum Custodian will 

contact all successful crafters and request an 

invoice which includes bank details.  
CRAFTERS WILL ONLY BE PAID WHEN THE 

SELECTED PRODUCTS HAVE BEEN DELIVERED TO 

THE NMM ART MUSEUM SHOP.   

 

THE NMM ART MUSEUM SHOP:  The staff of the 

Nelson Mandela Metropolitan Art Museum are 

fully responsible for the layout. The NMM Art 

Museum staff reserve the right to reject selected 

work that is not completed on arrival.   

 

PUBLICITY: NMM Art Museum staff reserve the 

right to reproduce selected works in digital/

paper publications for publicity reasons without 

compensation to the crafter.
